Shopper: 
         for cleaning supplies, snacks etc. 
 
Door 
         team to share admission duties—simply 
greeting people and checking tickets (a great way to 
meet people, put names to faces.) 
 
Dancing 
         someone willing to lead folk dancing, square 
dancing, line dancing or something such like at the 
beginning of the evening to get things moving—the 
folk dancing last year was so much fun, and it was 
great to see even those who initially sneered at the 
idea of folk dancing finding themselves enjoying 
it—almost everyone there was up on the dance floor 
and asking for more!
